A  Gird up your loins  truth (faithfulness) 
B  Put on    breastplate of justification 
C  Bind as a shoe   goodness of gospel of peace 
C  Take, hold   shield of faith 
B  Set on    helmet of redemption 
A  Take hold of   sword of spirit  
 
These six pieces of the armor of God counteract and are the provision against the six main attacks of the 
Evil one.  Attacks are of 2 types: internal and external.

Shoes Pride, division, judging, 
competition, envy, 
individualism, oppression,

Dragon – causes
